Nonprofit organizations can file for a property tax exemption
through the Welfare Exemption.

An exemption is available for property of organizations:

AFormed and operated exclusively for qualifying purposes
(religious, scientific, hospital, or charitable),

AThat use their property exclusively for those qualifying
purposes, and

AThat have a current tax exempt letter from the Internal
Revenue Service or the Franchise Tax Board.
